Private David Albert Grant

David was born on the 9th March 1888, he wihe son of David Elder Grant and
Margaret Grant of Outram.

He weighed 64 kg and wa$54.2 cm tall. Davidworked on Cray Farm in Outram.

His nect of kin was his father, David Elder Grant.

Heenlisted for war on the 31 of May 1916 at the age of 2& was in the 17th
reinforcement.

He left the ship called the HMNZT65 Pakeha on the 23 of September 1916 and arrived on
the 19thof November 1916.

His was in the army.

He died of gunshot wounds inis left leg, right thigh and his right armhe died in the
battlefield.

His last rank was of a Private Otago Infantry Regiment 2nd Battalion.

He was buried at Englebelmer Communal Cemetery Extensiom&oRrance.
